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January Brings Excitement and Changes For Big Brothers and Sisters

Big Brothers and Sisters of Warren and Clinton Counties recently celebrated January as 
National Mentoring Month.  Big Brothers Big Sisters of America is a lead partner in 
National Mentoring Month, which is an effort spearheaded by the Harvard Mentoring 
Project of the Harvard School of Public Health , MENTOR/National Mentoring 
Partnership, and the Corporation for National and Community Service.  The theme for 
this year is “Expand Your Universe: Mentor a Child.”  The Mayor of Lebanon, Amy 
Brewer, presented an official Proclamation at the January 13th Lebanon City Council 
Meeting, recognizing National Mentoring Month in Lebanon. 
 
Big Brothers and Sisters also began the year with some good news about one of the 
agency’s volunteers.  Paul Peña, a senior at Lebanon High School, was awarded a full 
scholarship to Yale University.  Paul serves as a Big Brother in the agency’s School 
Based Mentoring Program.   
 
Finally, the start of the New Year also means that Big Brothers and Sisters is losing a 
great deal of funding.  The agency had received a four year grant from the Department of 
Education, and that grant reached its completion in November of 2008.  The grant, 
totaling almost $500,000, funded School Based Mentoring programs in Kings, Lebanon, 
Mason, and Franklin school districts.  As a result of the loss of funding BBBS has already 
reduced the amount of schools that it serves.  The agency is currently seeking out 
alternative fund-raising methods, as well as donations.
