BBBS Prepares for Second Rubber Duckie Regaffle 

 
Big Brothers and Sisters of Warren and Clinton Counties is busy preparing for 

their second annual Rubber Duckie Regaffle.  The event is to be held at The Beach 
Waterpark on Sunday, August 9th, and will involve a raffle drawing and duck race.  
Raffle tickets can be purchased for $5 per ticket, and each ticket purchased includes a 
chance in the raffle, a souvenir duck, and sponsorship of a Little Brother/Sister in the 
duckie regatta.  Top raffle prizes include a $500 Visa gift card, $250 Wal-Mart Gift Card, 
and $150 Best Buy Gift Card.  The agency will drop a corresponding amount of ducks 
into the Lazy Miami River at The Beach Waterpark, and the children that are matched 
with the top 20 ducks will also win prizes.  Last year’s event raised $10,000 for the 
agency in it’s first year, and BBBS hopes to raise $30,000 with this year’s Regaffle.  
 Big Brothers and Sisters invites the local community to show its support by 
purchasing a raffle ticket, and/or by coming out to the event on August 9th.  BBBS is 
selling discounted admission tickets to The Beach for $12 per ticket (normally $27.99).  
These tickets are valid on August 9th only.  Raffle tickets and Beach admission tickets 
can be purchased by calling 513-932-3966, or by visiting any Huntington Bank Branch 
location in Warren County.  The agency is still looking for sponsors to help cover the 
cost of admission tickets for the Little Brothers/Sisters in the program. Any 
company/individual interested in sponsoring children’s tickets should contact BBBS at 
513-932-3966.
